The Beach Center on Disability Parenting Experiences and In-home supports Survey (Ages 3yrs - 5yrs)

 

The Beach Center on Disability is inviting you to complete a survey about how parents or family members support their young children with disabilities at home. They are asking for your thoughts on how children aged 3 to 5 years learn how to calm themselves (called self-regulation), make choices and express their choices, and engage in activities with necessary help, to lay the foundations for later self-determination. They also want to know about your preferences about how best to work in partnership with teachers or therapists who help your child at school or therapy locations.  Self-determination, or the ability of adolescents or adults with disabilities to make decisions and express their needs and choices, has been shown to be an aspect of success for adults with disabilities in community settings.
