The Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended in 1998 (the Act), requires consumers, advocates and other representatives of individuals with disabilities to be an integral part of the administration and oversight of a state's vocational rehabilitation services.  In California, this mandate is fulfilled by the State Rehabilitation Council (SRC). It is the role of the SRC to review, evaluate, and advise the DOR regarding its specific and overall performance and effectiveness. The Governor-appointed SRC consists of a diverse membership interested in, and representative of, Californians with disabilities, and they serve for three-year terms. To apply for consideration by the Governor to be appointed to the SRC, first complete an on-line application at: http://gov.ca.gov/m_appointments.php. All qualified applicants are urged to apply.
